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License Renewal Notification by Email

Beginning with 2009 license renewals, notification of renewal will be distributed by email. Therefore, it is imperative that the Board has a current email address on file for you. If you do not have a current email address on file with the Board, you will not receive notification for renewal. If you do not have an email address on file, you may be missing important communications. 

License Renewal Online
License renewal is going online. In March, if you renew in odd numbered years, you will receive email notification that it is time to renew your license. You will be provided with a link to the site for renewing. In addition, there will be a link at our website www.kssbeo.com to the renewal system. If you encounter any problems with the system, call the Board office 785-832-9986.

ARBO’s OE Tracker is making it easier and easier for both you and the Board office. The online renewal system that will begin this year is linked to OE Tracker. When you log on to renew your license, your list of CE will be part of your record so that you can review. Although we have directed CE providers to submit your proof of CE to OE Tracker, there may still be small events that do not yet use OE Tracker, so you will need to submit these as paper copy to the Board office when you renew. If you wish to speed up the process, you can fax to785-832-9986.

Submitting your online license renewal application early results in a quick turn-around. If your insurance providers require proof of your renewal by May 31, it is advisable to submit your renewal early when it can be processed quickly.

Between May 21 and June 7 many of your phone calls to the board office are forwarded to voice mail. The majority of renewals are submitted to the office between those dates, therefore the office is very busy. If you submit your renewal between those dates, ONLY contact the office if you have not received your renewal by June 15.
