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Status of Glaucoma Licensing

The deadline has passed to begin the required 2-year 

co-management for glaucoma licensing. The deadline was May 31, 2008. For those who are in the co-management process you must have 20 cases submitted, 10 which are confirmed glaucoma, by May 31, 2010. In addition, you will need to submit an annual report of cases you are 

co-managing around May 31, 2009 and 2010. Also, required is a 24-hour course in the management of glaucoma.

If you have not started the glaucoma co-management process or informed the Board of your intention to retire, you may be called to attend a board meeting to declare your intent. Your license will expire May 31, 2010, and you will not be able to practice in Kansas. 

Online License Renewal

Beginning with 2009 license renewals, notification of renewal will be distributed by email. Therefore, it is imperative that the Board has a current email address on file for you. Renewal notifications will be sent in early March, just as in the past. You will be able to access the license renewal system by logging on to our website www.kssbeo.com and follow instructions there. Some of the features of online license renewal are:

· It will not allow you to leave blanks or outdated data, so you will not experience the delays of the past when we must request additional information after you have submitted your renewal application.

· It will allow you to pay by check or credit card.

· Your data from the OETracker C.E. system will be integrated with the license renewal system, so you will not need to send hard copy proof of C.E. for courses that are recorded in OETracker.

· Your license renewal will be processed instant-aneously, so there will be no long wait for your renewal certificate during the busiest weeks of renewal.

Original License in Every Office

Please be reminded that an original license is required by K.S.A. 65-10-1 in every office where you practice. Copies are not acceptable. If you need duplicates of your license please submit a request on the form provided at the website and the $30 fee for each duplicate. When your license renews, you will receive a sticker for each of the licenses that you maintain.

Documentation of Licensure

You have two documents to verify that you have an active Kansas license. The license that you are required to have on the wall in your office is one. It has a sticker on it that indicates the year of your last renewal, and you will receive a new sticker each time you renew. It does not have the expiration date on it. The other document is the certificate of renewal which has the date of your most recent renewal and the expiration date. It has the official seal of the Board on it. It does not have the original issue date of the license. The renewal certificate is the document that insurance companies need to verify that you have an active license.
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
